WORKSHOP overview
Program evaluation involves a systematic approach to examining and building understanding of the processes and outcomes of projects, policies and programs.  As such, program evaluation can play an important role in assisting to develop more effective services and interventions.  

This two day workshop will define the core features of and approaches to program evaluation and in particular, the use of program logic and program theory in shaping evaluation design and methods of data collection and retrieval.
The workshop is designed for people who are either relatively new to evaluation and/or program logic, or are interested in a refresher course. It is likely to benefit anyone who is or expects to be involved in planning, conducting, managing or purchasing evaluations of policies, programs or projects – including graduate students.
Participants will learn about:

· the major types of and approaches to program evaluation

· the role evaluation can play in effective public policy implementation
· program logic and program theory, and how they can be used to design and conduct effective evaluations, and
· planning evaluations to address key evaluation questions.
The workshop is interactive and participatory.  Participants will be encouraged to share their own experiences and actively participate in small group discussion and activities.
