Developmental evaluation is a collaborative decision making enterprise designed to support continuous improvement, adaptation and intentional change. As a member of a team tasked with formulating innovative responses to thorny strategic policy and program development issues, the evaluator plays a key role in elucidating team discussions with evaluative questions and logic, applying program theory and facilitating evidence-based decision-making.

This workshop will introduce participants to developmental evaluation with a focus on its practical application. It will cover:

· the fundamentals of developmental evaluation – some theory and practical strategies

· when to use developmental evaluation, and when not to

· the benefits and challenges of developmental evaluation

She has a strong track record in policy and program evaluation, using mixed methods in evaluation, organisational capacity and capability development and extensive evaluation training experience. The development of culturally-based evaluation outcome frameworks is a particular area of expertise.
Nan and Kate are at the forefront of Developmental Evaluation internationally having presented at the American Evaluation Association conferences (AEA) in 2009 and 2010, at the GTZ Systemic Approaches in Evaluation conference in Germany January 2011 and the 2009 AES conference.
