The WORKSHOP LEADER

Dr Paul Chesterton has undertaken more than 30 evaluation projects during the past 15 years for state and federal government departments, education systems and community organizations.  The projects have focused on policies, programs, service provision and organizational structures.  He has recently conducted an evaluation of an AusAID-funded program designed to strengthen educational leadership capacity in developing countries in Asia.  For the past eight years he has conducted evaluation training courses for Australian Department of Defence and New Zealand Ministry of Defence personnel.  He has recently completed a five-year term as a member of the Australasian Evaluation Society’s Awards Committee.

CONTENT AND COVERAGE
This workshop is designed for participants who have not undertaken any formal training in evaluation.  It is anticipated however that participants will have some experience in processes related to evaluation, such as collecting and interpreting information, reviewing programs or procedures, and reviewing and writing reports.  The workshop is designed to build upon and extend the learning gained from those experiences, drawing on an overview of evaluation theory and practice.

The workshop focuses on the types of knowledge, understanding and skills needed for the effective planning and conduct of evaluations across a range of settings, with some attention also to the interpretation and use of evaluation findings and reports.  It will provide frameworks and practical approaches that will be of use to various levels of involvement in evaluation - commissioning evaluations, conducting evaluations, reviewing evaluation findings and reports, and making decisions in the light of evaluations.

WORKSHOP FORMAT
The workshop will progressively cover 12 key questions that together provide a planning framework for conducting evaluations. This will involve a mixture of content input, group discussion, and a series of individual and small group activities enabling participants to apply the content to real-life work situations.  The focus for each of the questions will be the key issues involved and the key options available. 

The workshop is split over two days, separated by a two-week break.  In that intervening period, participants will be required to undertake some practical evaluation work that will enable them to apply the content covered on the first day.  This could include, for example,

· designing an evaluation approach to an issue in the workplace;

· developing one or more data gathering instruments for a workplace evaluation (e.g. questionnaire, interview schedule);

· conducting part of an already-planned evaluation (e.g. data collection);

· critiquing an evaluation that has been conducted and reported in detail.

Advice on the practical work task (selection, scope and reporting) will be provided during the first day.  Further advice will be available from the presenter by email during the two-week period, if required.

The second day of the workshop will include a detailed review of the practical work, enabling participants to review, analyse, consolidate and extend their evaluation knowledge, understanding and skills.

This workshop will be limited to 16 participants; places will be allocated on a first-come, first-served basis.
