Workshop Invitation

‘Creativity lies within each of us waiting to unfold’ (Allen, 1995).
This workshop explores how we can use creative arts to enhance our understanding in evaluating projects, programmes and institutions. Creative arts are interpreted broadly to include all forms of written and oral creative expression -poetry, metaphor, story; visual - painting, drawing, photographs, collage; and kinaesthetic- clay, dance, movement, drama. The workshop will be in three parts. The first part will focus on the case for using the arts in evaluation practice. The second will explore how to design an evaluation using artistic forms and the third how to analyse and communicate findings from evaluation. The workshop will be participative throughout. 

Knowledge of evaluation is essential but no experience of using creative art forms is necessary. As Allen (1995) says ‘creativity lies within each of us waiting to unfold’.  The workshop is experimental.  We will explore together the potential and challenges of using creative art forms in evaluation.  It would be helpful to have some ‘live’ examples to work with.  If you are about to embark on an evaluation project, are halfway through, or in the process of writing up, please consider letting the group work with your project to enhance our understanding of using artistic forms.  It would be helpful to have an idea of any potential evaluations in advance. If you have such projects do please email me (h.simons@soton.ac.uk) with a few details so I can work it in. That would be great.
