Workshop Outline
For over thirty years, case study evaluation has been a prominent feature of evaluation of public programmes, as a single case, series of cases or as an element in multi-method, large scale evaluation designs. Justification for this approach to ‘valuing’ the complexity of programs in specific socio/political and cultural contexts is well documented.  Yet the practice and quality of case study evaluations varies greatly and we still have much to learn about how to conduct and use them to inform policy making and practice.

Taking a democratic perspective, this workshop will re-evaluate the justification for and function of case study evaluation focusing particularly on design and how to communicate findings so they are effectively utilised. This is not an end state but an ongoing process, starting from an understanding of stakeholders’ information needs and expectations but also challenging the concept of conclusive evidence as a basis for policy making and action. The workshop will examine and contest frequently held assumptions about case study e.g. that you cannot generalize, that it is ‘too subjective.’ It will also explore how to present and communicate the unique insights and experience of case study and persuade our audiences that living with the uncertainty and complexity often portrayed in case study evaluation increases their agency in policy making and practice. 

The workshop will be interactive and include group work, dialogue, role play, peer critique and presentation. Participants will be invited to submit their plans for design of a case study, one they have conducted or one in progress signposting any problematic issues for the workshop to address. Some experience in doing case study evaluation would be helpful plus an openness to peer critique and imagination for how we can improve our conduct and communication of case study evaluation.

Presenter profile 

Helen Simons AcSS FRSA is Professor of Education and Evaluation at the University of Southampton and Visiting Professor at London Metropolitan, London. She is a past president of the United Kingdom Evaluation Society (UKES) and joint author of the society’s ethical guidelines.  In 2001 Helen was elected as an academician of the Academy of Social Sciences, UK and in 2006 she became a Fellow of the Royal Society of Arts. Helen’s research in the field of evaluation over thirty years has focused on democratic processes, ethics, case study methodology, program, policy & institutional self-evaluation, and evaluation and the arts. She has written widely on the theory and practice of evaluation, case study methodology, evidence-based practice and the ethics of evaluation. Her most recent book Case Study Research in Practice was published in 2009 by Sage.
