Workshop Overview
Over the past 10 to 20 years there has been increasing use in evaluation of program theory and logic models - developing an explicit causal model of how an intervention (a project, program, policy or strategy) is understood to contribute to a chain of intermediate results leading to the final outcomes of interest.  However guides to developing and using logic models sometimes sacrifice contextual difference of practice in the interests of clear guidance and consistency across organizations. This session is designed for advanced evaluators who are seeking to explore ways to develop and use program theory in ways their particular situation. The workshop will introduce participants to purposeful program theory – a strategic and contingent approach to developing and using program theory and logic models to best suit the nature of the intervention, the intended use of the program theory and the particular organisational characteristics.
In addition to challenges identified by participants, the workshop will use mini-lectures, exercises, and discussions to address three particularly important issues- improving the quality of the models by drawing on generic theories of change and program archetypes; balancing the tension between simple models which communicate clearly and complicated models which better represent reality; and using the model to develop and answer evaluation questions that go beyond simply meeting targets.

Presenter profile 
Patricia Rogers, Professor of Public Sector Evaluation at the Royal Melbourne Institute of Technology, is an experienced evaluator who has used program theory and logic models for more than 20 years in programs and policies in education, health, early childhood, community services, international development, science and technology, employment, energy, and infrastructure.  She has delivered professional development programs on program theory for evaluation in Australia and New Zealand, Japan, South Africa, Malaysia, Canada, and the US.  She has written on the use of program theory in New Directions in Evaluation, Evaluation Models, and The Encyclopedia of Evaluation and is currently working on a book on program theory with Sue Funnell.  She is a recipient of the Australasian Evaluation Society’s Evaluation and Training Services Award for contributions to the profession of evaluation, and the American Evaluation Association’s AEA Alva and Gunnar Myrdal Practice Award, presented to an evaluator who exemplifies outstanding evaluation practice and who has made substantial cumulative contributions to the field of evaluation through the practice of evaluation.
