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Workshop overview 
In order to write a succinct evaluation report that reports on data that has been collected through the use of qualitative methods, it is important to know how to order, sort and analyse all the wealth of detail that has been collected. So often, the methodology used in the final report is referred to as ‘thematic analysis’ or some equivalent, but the reader is left with a feeling that the analysis is less than rigorous, and the findings could just as easily have been based on a set of preferred responses listed by the author.  The workshop will cover:
· an introduction to qualitative approaches and why qualitative analysis is complex 

· when to use hand methods and when to use computers

· exploration of a wide range of ‘hand produced’ and Excel displays of qualitative data 

· the theory of how the displays have been drawn up

· writing—some tips on how to write up qualitative material

· practical exercises for participants to work on in pairs or as a group

Associate Professor Hurworth is Director of the Centre for Program Evaluation at the University of Melbourne. She is currently teaching face-to-face and on-line within the Master of Evaluation and runs the subjects: Qualitative Methods; Evaluation Project and Recent Approaches to Research and Evaluation.
